Chinese Martyr, Missionay and Patron Saint of those who suffer a violent 
death New relic arrival from Fr.

Abbot, Father of Western Monasticism,  Patron 
Saint of monks, against witch craft, evil, demons, kidney disease and a happy

Founded the Dominican Order, Confessor, Blessed Virgin Mary brings him the 
rosary in a dream.

Founder Sisters of Charity of St Joseph, widow, Patron Saint of In-law

Martyr, 1 of the "3 Crowns of Cordova" along w/ Saints Janarius & Martial to 
be burned alive New relic arrival from Fr.

Founder Missionary Sisters of the Sacred Heart of Jesus, Patron Saint of 
Immigrants Main Reliquary in OLA

22 Francis Caracciolo Saint June 4 1563
C0-Founder Order of Clerics Regular Minor, Confessor, Patron Saint of Italian 
cooks and those suffering from skin disease New relic arrival from Fr. Carlos

23 Francis of Assisi Saint October 4 1181
Founder of the Franciscan Order, Confessor w/stigmata, Patron Saint of poor 
people, ecology, animals, merchants and Italy* Main Reliquary in OLA

25 Gemma Galgani Saint April 11 1878

26 Holy Innocents Saint February 4 1 Martyrs, 6-24 children slain by Herod, patron saints of babies, children's choirs New relic arrival from Fr. Carlos
27 Illuminatus of San Serevino Saint May 5 10th Century Martyr, Benedictine Monk New relic arrival from Fr. Carlos

28 James the Less Saint May 3 1st Century

Apostle and Martyr. Cousin of Jesus, Brother to St Jude Thaddeus and St 
Simon the Apostles. Leader of Christians in Palastine post St Peter. Patron 
Saint of pharmacists .

29 Jerome Emilani Saint February 8 1486 Founder Somachi Order, Patron Saint of orphans and abandon children In the Altar in OLA

"The Vulgate" latin translation of the Bible. Patron Saint of those with anger 
issues & their victims.*

Apostle, Mystic, Gospel  Author and Book of Revelation. Brother of the Apostle 
James the Greater, Patron Saint of loyalty, love, friendship and medical

Bishop, Confessor patron saint of sick children and immagrants. 1st male

36 John Vianney Saint August 4 1786 Confessor and patron saint of parish priests* Priest Sacristy of OLA

Apostle, Patron Saint of Lost Causes and Desperate Stuations, Hospitals. 
Bridegroom at Cana , Brother to Apostles St. James the Less and St Simon Main Reliquary in OLA

40 Julia of Carthage (Corsica) Saint May 23 5th Century
Virgin and Martyr Patron Saint of those tortured and sufferers of hand and 
feet pathologies New relic arrival from Fr. Carlos

41 Justin Saint June 1 100 Early Church Father (Greek), 1st Apologist and Martyr* Main Reliquary in OLA & OLA Altar
42 Katharine Drexel Saint March 3 1858 Founded Sisters of the Blessed Sacrament, Philanthropy, racial justice* Main Reliquary in OLA
43 Maria Goretti Saint July 6 1890 Martyr, Forgiveness and Mercy, victims of rape, crime victims, teenagers* Main Church near Mary Statue & in OLA Altar

44 Mary Magdalene Saint July 22 1st Century
Apostle to the Apostles, Martyr, patron of penitnet sinners, women & sexual 
temptation. The Mother of Christian Mystics* Main Reliquary in OLA

45 Maximilian Kolbe Saint August 14 1894
Martyr, patron saint of prisoners, families, recovery from addiction and pro-
life movement Main Reliquary in OLA

46 Monica Saint August 27 332
Mother of St. Augustine, Patron Saint of women, grandparents, bringing family 
back to the faith* Main Reliquary in OLA

47 Padre Pio, Confessor Saint September 23 1887 Confessor w/stigmata, healing, against evil, adolescents and stress* Main Reliquary in OLA
48 Paul of the Cross Saint October 20 1694 Founded Passionists Order, Mystic and Confessor* Main Reliquary in OLA
49 Peregrine Lazios Saint May 1 1265 Confessor, Patron Saint against Cancer and AIDS* Main Reliquary in OLA
50 Peter of Alcantara Saint October 19 1499 Confessor, Patron Saint of Eucharistic Adoration and Brazil* New relic arrival from Fr. Carlos

51 Peter of Verona Saint April 29 1205

55 Rose of Lima Saint August 23 1586 Virgin, Patron Saint against vanity, ridiculed people and Indiginous people.* New relic arrival from Fr. Carlos
56 Rose of Viterbo Saint September 4 1233 Virgin, patron saint of those exiled and those rejected by religious orders* New relic arrival from Fr. Carlos

57 Simon, Apostle Saint October 28 1st Century
Apostle & Marytr, brother of the Apostles Jude Thaddeus and James the Less, 
patron for zealots of the true faith and curriers Main Reliquary in OLA

58 Teresa of Avila Saint October 15 1515
Doctor of the Church, Mystic, Patron Saint of  sick people, people in religious 
orders and ridiculed for their piety, patron against evil* Main Reliquary in OLA

59 Teresa of Calcutta Saint September 5 1910
Virgin,  Founder of Missionaries of Charity, Patron Saint of World Youth Day, 
Charity, poverty* Main Reliquary in OLA

60 Thérèse of Lisieux Saint October 1 1873
Doctor fo the Church, Patron Saint of missionaries, HIV/AIDS survivors, 
orphaned children and the homeless* Main Reliquary in OLA

61 Thomas Aquinas Saint January 28 1225
Doctor fo the Church , Patron Saint academics, against storms and for 
apologists* Main Reliquary in OLA

62 Thomas the Apostle Saint July 3 1st Century Apostle & Martyr, Patron Saint of Architects, Judges and Christians in India Main Reliquary in OLA
63 Tranquilus Saint July 6 3rd Century Martyr, Father of Saints Mark and Marcllian of the 3rd century New relic arrival from Fr. Carlos
64 Verecundus Saint October 22 5th Century Bishop and Martyr New relic arrival from Fr. Carlos

65 Vincent de Paul Saint September 27 1581
